WWelcome to Crete, the Aegean wonderland and mythical birthplace of Western 
civilization. The largent and southerly most of the Grecian Islands, Crete is 
blessed with the crystal-clear Mediterranean Sea,magnificent mountains 
rearing up from the coast, deep wooded gorges, and plains thick with vegitation.

YYour tour begins in Heraklion where we visit Knossos, the spectacular and 
restored ruins.  We shuttle from there to the spectacular southern coast, where 
we will spend two nights in Matala covering the basics of kayaking and exploring 
the beautiful beaches. Leaving Matala, we will shuttle to the western edge of our 
tour to hike down the legendary Samarian Gorge.

Each day of paddling provides opportunities for cappuccino stops at seaside 
tavernas, cliff jumping and exploration. On day 4, we paddle from the shore of 
Agia Agia Roumeli to Loutro, making planned stops to visit ancient chapels and sea 
caves that dot the shore.  From the charming, roadless seaside community of 
Loutro, where we will spend two wonderful nights, we will guide our kayaks to 
Hora Sfakia for lunch and then on to Frangokastello, a Venetian Fortress town.  
Our final days of kayaking take us along the rugged coastline of Plakias, and 
on to Agia Galini, an idyllic and romantic fishing community. After breakfast on
day 8 we will return to Matala, either by paddling across the bay or by van.
